	New theme: For starting our lesson, I would like to ask you some questions, for underlying the theme of the lesson. 

  How can you stay safe on the Internet?
  What personal information should you keep secret online?
  What will you do if someone is rude to you on the Internet?
  Why should you use a strong password? 

That’s why, today’s theme is «Digital safety: The Internet and You» 
Teacher’s speech:
Today we will talk about digital safety — how to be safe when you use the Internet.
The Internet is a great place to learn, play games, and talk with friends. But we must be careful, because not everyone online is friendly, and some websites are not safe.
Here are some important rules:
1. Keep your personal information secret.
Don’t tell your full name, address, school name, or phone number online.
2. Use strong passwords.
Make your password long and special — with letters, numbers, and symbols. Don’t share it with anyone except your parents.
3. Be kind online.
Don’t write mean comments. If someone is rude to you, don’t answer — tell your teacher or parents.
4. Think before you share.
Don’t post photos or messages that you might regret later. Remember — the Internet never forgets!
5. Ask for help if something feels wrong.
If you see something scary or confusing, talk to an adult you trust.

Lead-in
